Accomplishments during 2004/05:

1) The Committee participated in the critique, interview and selection of the new ITS Director, at the request of Senate Chair Hornbeck.  We met with the 3 candidates who were brought to the campus to replace Dave Sharpe and made our recommendation to Ethan Singer.
2) The Committee discussed expanding our name to be Information and Instruction Technology, to better describe the tasks the Senate refers to the committee.  For example last year’s Student Email policy.
